This half term we are learning:

English: In English, we will be continuing our work on the narrative ‘Stone Age
Boy'. We will also be writing a poem based around seasons and a Christmas
themed social media advert.

Maths: We will be completing work based around division and multiplication. We
will also measure weight, length and capacity.

Science: Our new Science topic is based around 'Forces and Magnets’. We will
be learning about pushes and pulls, magnetic materials, magnetic forces and uses
of magnets.

History: We will be learning about the topic ‘Stone Age to Iron Age’ in our History
lessons. We will look at how life changed during this time and how people have
found out about life in this period of prehistory.
